Why you must top-up 

your pond 
 

The sun damages your liner  
UV rays from sunlight will cause any exposed 

liner to deteriorate and eventually perish.  
 

Birds can’t drink from low ponds 
Birds often rely on garden ponds to drink 
from, so if the water level is down they won’t 

be able to reach the water.  
 

Frogs, toads & newts can’t get out 
Amphibians needs to be able to crawl out of 

ponds and cannot clamber out if the level is 
low.  
 

So please remember to top up your 

pond – it’s good for you and great for 
the wildlife.  

 
But don’t forget to add tap water 

conditioner! 

The Importance  

 of Wildlife Ponds 
 

One third of ponds have disappeared in the UK in the last 
50 years, and of those that remain, 80% are thought to be in 

a ‘poor’ or ‘very poor’ condition.  
 

This has had an enormous effect on wildlife – 
particularly amphibians. Frogs, newts and toads are all 

dependent on ponds to breed – if ponds disappear so do 
they.  

 
In addition, caddis flies, damselflies, dragonflies, mayflies, 

pond skaters, snails and water beetles all rely on water for 
completing their life-cycles.  

 

New ponds, no matter what size, are very quickly colonised 
and amazingly, within just 2 years, a new pond can be as 

populated with wildlife as a 50 year old pond.  
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Tripping the light fantastic! 
 

If you love looking at your pond in the daytime imagine how wonderful it could look 

by night.

Aeration – vital during the warm weather 
Fish dying due to a lack of oxygen always starts at night or in the early morning 
hours. The reason for this is that during the day plants & algae produce oxygen and at 

night they consume it.  
 

This oxygen consumption can become so great that virtually the entire volume of 
dissolved oxygen can be consumed before sunrise. This clearly indicates how important 

it is to ensure sufficient water circulation, particularly at night, and how absurd it is to 
switch off pumps, filters or aeration systems at night. 

 

A simple way to keep your pond oxygenated is to add an aerator. As you can see 
they come in a range of shapes & sizes and, as an added bonus, can increase the
